We are responding to all forms of
violence against women and girls, with a
particular focus on domestic and family
violence, sexual and gender-based
violence and harmful practices, femicide,
and sexual and economic (labour)
exploitation.

We are addressing national legislative
and policy gaps, strengthening
institutions, promoting gender-equitable
attitudes, providing quality services for
survivors and victims of violence and
their families.

Our interventions are also strengthening
systems for collecting data on violence
against and girls and
empowering women’s movements.

€500 million to fund Spotlight Initiative. Other
donors and partners are invited to join the
Initiative to broaden its reach and scope.

As a model fund for the Sustainable
Development Goals, Spotlight Initiative has
been designed to leverage the collective
strengths of the entire UN System.

The Initiative is overseen by the Executive
Office of the UN Secretary-General.

Its funds are delivered through a UN multi-
stakeholder trust fund, administered by the
Multi-Partner Trust Fund Office.

Its programmes are implemented by UN
agencies, funds and programmes,
including UN Women, UNDP, UNFPA and
UNICEF.

At country-level, the Office of the UN Resident
Coordinator  coordinates and  oversees
the implementation of Spotlight Initiative
programmes with UN agencies and partners,
including  with national  governments,
civil society and the private sector.
